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Train4Dev PFM Sub-Group Meeting

6th February 2009, 9:30-16:30,

Austrian Development Agency

Summary

On February 6th 2009 the first T4D PFM sub-group meeting was initiated under the lead of the Austrian Development Agency. Representatives from the UK (DFID), Slovenia (CEF), the Netherlands (Minbuza), Denmark (DANIDA), Germany (GTZ), and the PEFA Secretariat met at the Austrian Development Agency (ADA) in Vienna to share experiences, exchange expectations and to draw up a strategy for the coming year. 

The meeting was crucial for the sub-group members to become acquainted with one another and understand the needs of the different organisations represented regarding PFM as well as their links to the PFM sub-group. 
Martin Aldcroft (DFID) presented interim findings of landscaping existing PFM training courses and matching these with the requirements of various stakeholder groups, to draw attention to existent gaps.
Sandra Volbeda (Minbuza) outlined findings and lessons learnt regarding learning and training delivery mechanisms. 
After analysing the present situation and its deficits, all members present embarked on a lively discussion concerning the future direction of the PFM sub-group as well as concrete actions to be taken. Overall it was decided that the sub-group will continue its current form of a loose network of donor organisations but at the same to intensify cooperation at various levels. Following objectives were determined:
· Broader sharing of trainings and information among sub-group members via the Train4Dev website.

· Broader access to PFM trainings, with a focus on field staff as well as general T4D members, and local partner institutions.

· Joint development, planning and implementation of PFM trainings and related material, as needed on an ad hoc basis. Cooperation should thus already start with development where feasible and joint planning should be aspired especially at partner country level. 
· Advertise membership of PFM sub-group, and broaden membership especially towards francophone member agencies in order to meet the PFM training needs in francophone countries. We kindly request the core group to discuss this matter.
Under each perspective several concrete actions have defined with according responsibilities assigned. Details can be found in the attached minutes.
